● School Values displayed in key areas and in all classrooms 
● Afternoon Tea reward for FS & KS1 
● Harvester Meal Voucher rewards for KS2 

● Trips and visitors from different faiths 
● Debates in History lessons on the actions of key people 
● Life Education Bus visits focused on healthy living  

● Pupil voice surveys and KS2 summits help to contribute to school decisions 
● Positive praise given by all staff 
● Competitions such as the Poetry Competition rewards prizes recognising hard work
